MORNING WELCOME TIME

Guided Reading (Kindergartners) will take place during this block of work time on most days.

Children clean up work and then gather on the Learning Line.  A story, song, poem or other closing group activity is completed.  Children are dismissed to their cubbies.

DISMISSAL FROM PLAYGROUND to Home
At the end of the morning session  our class will find a spot on the Primary playground where we will sing songs and talk about our day as we wait for you to pick up your child. USE THE CROSS WALKS if your are walking your child across the street Children may NOT be released from the playground early.  Children who are not picked up by 11:30 will be safely waiting in the office.

LUNCH and RECESS (All Day Children)

AFTERNOON REST TIME (Kindergarteners)

Children will get out their beach towels and rest their bodies quietly while either silently reading or listening to a story read aloud.


All day preschool children will rest on cots in our classroom.

will rest for at least 20 minutes.  If a child falls asleep, he  
may sleep until he wakes on his own.  Any child who is not sleeping 
after 20 minutes will be invited to choose work according to his 
interest.

INDIVIDUAL WORK TIME
